CAREER DEVELOPMENT EVENT CLARIFICATION 1-2011
The State Supervisor has been asked to clarify the Rule regarding the number of Chapter teams participating in a FFA State Career Development Event.

This rule has been to some extent modified due to the three year sixteen chapter average rule and the establishment of the lottery regarding Seeds for FFA State convention. Records of numbers of Chapters, teams and individuals members participating in CDEs have become more important. There has been a movement to fill any empty seeds by lottery with Chapter teams if they have participated in a District CDE of the same kind. This has resulted in two teams from some Chapters participating at State Convention in the same CDE.

The Rule in question is Rule W, Part II, Section II of General Rules and States:

“Only one team per school may participate in the State Finals.”
To clarify this: A District has two seeds. At the District CDE, for determining who will advance to the State finals; there are Chapters with two participating teams. Only one participating team from each Chapter may continue on to the State finals. This rule holds even if there are second place teams from the same Chapter with higher scores than the other Chapter teams participating in the CDE.  
The question now becomes: How does a Chapter end up with two teams in a State CDE limited by the number of seeds? It can only happen through the lottery. Districts turn in their CDE results for Seeded CDEs. Any open Seeds are identified at that time. The Chapters from Districts who have filled their Seeds in a given CDE and have extra teams who participated in the CDE at District are put in the lottery and a draw is made to fill any empty Seeds. Chapters who participated at District and do not have teams in the final are given priority in the lottery. Even with that it is possible for a Chapter to end up with two teams in a state final.

There are two ways for a Chapter to have two teams in a State Final. (1) By the rule of sixteen or (2) by the lottery.
